Vintage 2003
Wild, wet weather marked the 2003 harvest. A late spring 
delayed early grape development, but hot temperatures, 
followed by a long, mild summer, lengthened the growing 
season and allowed the grapes to reach full maturity. 
Concentration of fruit fl avors, especially in red wines, was 
exceptional.   

Vineyard
Petite Sirah has been growing in popularity for some time.  
The 2003 vintage features fruit from older, well-established 
Mendocino County vineyards.

Tasting Notes
Parducci Wine Cellars was one of California’s fi rst bottlers of 
a varietal Petite Sirah.  It has been a hallmark of the winery 
and Mendocino County ever since.  Deep blackberry in both 
color and fl avor, an almost spritzy white-fl ower bouquet 
counterbalances the characteristically ‘brooding’ framework 
of brambly blackberry and dried cherry aromas.  Full fl avors 
of sweet ripe fruit and cocoa are complemented by supple 
tannins and a note of cleansing mint.  This is the perfect wine 
for anything with equal heft: tri-tip, crisp roasted duck, stuffed 
eggplant rolls, venison stew.
